The optional Practitioner Certification day will help
you to fine tune your skills and develop greater
understanding of Lab Profiling through practical
exercises and a series of both live and video
elicitations, feedback and appraisal.

Bandler in the 1970’s and refined early 1980’s for the
business setting by Roger Bailey. Meta Programs are
the ways in which we filter our experience. At its roots
is Noam Chomsky’s PhD 1957 dissertation on
Transformational Grammar which has become a
specialisation in the field of linguistics.

LAB profile increases your awareness of your own and
other people’s perceptions, preferences and language
patterns. By utilising the other person’s language
patterns, your message will have greater influence and
will be more compelling.

This course provides a valuable foundation for
attending the ten day Consultant and Trainer
certification programme, run by Shelle Rose Charvet,
author of the book Words That Changes Minds.
